What we want to achieve

A QUALITY ICT RESOURCE INFRASTRUCTURE 
At Woodlands we will ensure that there are sufficient quality ICT resources, digital learning resources and learning spaces for staff and children to develop their skills and to use ICT as an exciting, engaging and creative medium for expression. We will ensure minimal disruption to learning through robust and clear technical support.
IMPROVED TEACHING 

We will use ICT to support and enhance teaching and consequently improve lessons. We will encourage risk- taking and innovation, share good practice and create new practice. We will increase teachers ICT skills and confidence through a planned professional development programme which encompasses individual development needs and the school’s strategic development needs in ICT. We will plan the teaching of ICT both as a discrete subject and also  provide opportunities for pupils to apply their skills in a variety of contexts across the curriculum.

IMPROVED ICT LEARNING CAPABILITY 

We will enable our children/staff to learn about ICT, learn an increasing range of ICT skills and learn how to use them in a range of subjects. We will enable them to become thoughtful and independent users of ICT. We will develop in them other important learning skills such as enquiry skills and thinking skills. 

IMPROVED LEARNING IN ALL AREAS THROUGH THE APPLICATION OF ICT SKILLS

We will extend the range and quality of children’s experiences with ICT based on a clear knowledge of pupil’s ICT capability. We will develop in our pupils and staff high expectations and confidence so that they will be able to use ICT whenever they feel it is appropriate for their learning. We will increase their confidence in their own ability to select appropriate ICT tools and resources and make sensible and appropriate use of a wide range of digital resources. We will use ICT to provide opportunities for research activities.
RAISE ATTAINMENT AND OUTCOMES 

The use of  ICT will improve the quality of work across the curriculum both in terms of presentation and in terms of content. It will raise self esteem and motivation for learning. The improvement in physical environment, resources and teaching and learning will be matched by the raised attainment of our children. ICT will provide a means of monitoring assessment information to identify achievement and overcome underachievement.
EXTEND OPPORTUNITIES FOR LEARNING through home school links and community development.

We will improve communication with parents and the wider community including our global partnerships to create an ethos of trust and partnership in learning. We will offer opportunities for adults and children to learn outside the taught day through our extended schools agenda.
